The Woodens have been part of Faith 
Church since 1978—Nancy served as the 
early childhood director here and Steve on 
the Missions Committee, in addition to his 
ministry with children. Following a 1995 
trip to our sister church, Vinnitsa Baptist 
Church in Ukraine, God began opening the 
doors for the Woodens to serve in Ukraine 
training children’s ministry leaders.
